Staff and partners of Lions

World Services for the Blind pride

themselves in the complete comprehensive

approach to rehabilitation

and vocational training. There

exists no other organization like

Lions World Services for the Blind,

many have replicated specific services

offered by LWSB, but still

none can compare.

LWSB does not merely find

work for graduates, nor are certain

subjects “taught”. Each program

that a trainee enters at LWSB is

individualized to the person based

on his or her background, experience,

and desired results. It takes a

great deal of coordination between

many separate entities, so that ultimately

the trainee is able to achieve

their dreams of living an independent

life and for many that means to

enter the workforce.

With 70% of blind and visually

impaired people unemployed,

LWSB educates employers and the

community on the benefits of hiring

persons who are blind or visually

impaired. This takes a significant

amount of coordination

between several departments on the

campus.

Kristin Dow, who works with

recruiting and admitting trainees,

explains the importance of knowledge

and understanding of job

placement during the recruiting

process. Dow is the first step in

new trainee admission to Lions

World Services for the Blind, helping

potential trainees, their families

and their state counselors understand

what is available. Her roll in

selling LWSB career services is a big

part of the sales pitch, as employment

is the hope of many new

comers. “With state budget cuts

across the country, it is even more

important to be able to sell the job

placement portion of our services.

Counselors want to stretch every

penny of state money they can, if a

trainee comes to LWSB and does

not know what program they want

to enter, money is being spent

while they try to decide” says Dow.

Just recently, IT director of the

Arkansas Securities Department,

Harold Powell took on an intern

from Lions World Services for the

Blind. Says Powell, “I was not sure

whether we were in a position to

take on an intern. I just was not

sure if we had enough work for

them to do, nor enough work within

their course of study that would

give them the experience they needed.

I had to think through all the

logistics, and having never been

around someone who is visually

impaired, I did not know if this

was going to be a challenge I could

take on.” After less than a month

working with Kevin Gonzales, a

Microsoft Computer Systems

Engineer student, Powell could not be more pleased. “Kevin has the

greatest attitude; sometimes he is

almost too happy-but that’s okay

because his attitude is quite contagious.”

Powell says it took several

phone calls between himself and

Lions World Services for the Blind

to set his mind at ease. Now, he is

willing to take on more interns and

would certainly recommend to

other employers to do the same

thing. Kevin is having a very successful

time at his internship, an

experience that will help in his

future.

Education is an integral component

of partnering with employers

to offer internships or employment

opportunities to trainees from

LWSB. Like Powell, many people

are not sure of the accommodations

necessary to hire someone who is

visually impaired or blind.

Education and services provided by

LWSB to the employer include;

reviewing the computer system in

use and implementing any special

software necessary to accommodate

the trainee. Many of these services

are provided free by the staff at

LWSB and all services are free to

organizations providing internships.

The dollar amount of federal

funds for the five-year period (2008-2013) is $1,622,948, which is 80%

of the total cost of the project that will be financed with federal funds.

Non-governmental funds from other sources will finance $405,738 or

20% of the total project cost.
