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Lions World Services for the Blind is an internationally recognized, comprehensive adult blindness rehabilitation center. Over the past 60 years, we have helped almost 10,000 people with visual impairments regain their independence. We offer counseling, personal adjustment programs, and 13 vocational programs to help our clients achieve lifelong independence. 

Our mission is “to enable people who are blind or visually impaired to function independently and to live full, productive lives with dignity and self-respect, and to promote a positive public awareness of blindness.” That’s what we’ve been doing since 1947, and will continue to do for many more years.
“When Lions get together, miracles happen!”
Kate Loveless was born in Worland, Wyoming in 1981.  Nothing was abnormal about the birthing process and everything on the outside seemed like Kate would live a perfectly normal and healthy life. That all changed when Kate was two years old, her mom kept noticing that her daughter would cross her eyes.  Her mom conducted some research and found out that it is very rare that a young child could cross their eyes at this age.  Kate’s mom took her to the doctor and his thoughts were to give her some glasses and see if she would grow out of it.  As time passed Kate was not able to correct the problem and the doctors were at a loss on how to diagnose and treat this problem. 

Kate’s parents knew that it was necessary to move to an area that had the facilities and technology for detecting and treating Kate’s vision issue. Therefore, in 1985 the family moved to Philadelphia, Pennsylvania so they could figure out what they needed to do for Kate. Kate and her mother went to the Will Eye Institute in Philadelphia for an eye exam but the doctors found nothing wrong with her eyes. Kate’s mom insisted that the doctor’s do more tests because she had a mother’s intuition that something was not right with her daughter. Then the doctors decided to do a CAT scan to see if it showed any abnormalities or a cause for the trouble that Kate was experiencing.  When the results of the CAT Scan came back it was clear what the problem was, Kate had two tumors, one behind each eye. 

The medical diagnosis was Optic Gliomas! Glioma is a tumor that grows in various parts of the brain. Optic gliomas are tumors that grow directly behind the eye and can affect one or both of the optic nerves, which carry visual information to the brain from each eye.  And that was exactly what the tumors were doing; they were pushing against the optic nerve and cutting off the blood supply and that was how Kate was losing her vision.  This diagnosis came after Kate had just turned four years old.  The doctors decided the best option was for Kate to undergo treatments of 

chemo in an effort to try to shrink the tumors and give her some relief. The next two years were filled with treatments of chemo and a lot of prayers for a miracle. But then one day, while Kate was in the third grade, she describes a very serious development in the road to losing her eye sight, “it was like a screen was over my eyes, it changed the tint and I could no longer see the blackboard from the front row.” 

    The family knew that they must act fast to try and salvage the eyesight of Kate, so they tracked down the doctor that had initially diagnosed her in Philadelphia.  He was now practicing at Children’s hospital in Washington D.C. 

Her parents decided that they would make a trip to D.C. and see if there was any other treatment that could help their daughter. After a couple of tests and an MRI the doctor decided that that best option was to do a full cranial radiation to try and help Kate.  This procedure is very dangerous and in fact it is not allowed to be given to children anymore.  The patient’s entire head is subjected to radiation and there can be many side effects that could take years to surface. The only lasting effect that she has right now is they had to tattoo around her ears so that they could line up the lasers, because this is a very precise procedure and you could not move you head at all.   

   After the cranial radiation the decision was made to do another round of chemotherapy.  During this time the doctors also put in an infuse-a-port in her chest that was connected directly to her jugular vein which made it easier to receive that chemo.  She was very glad when this happened because now every time she went for a treatment she would not have to be stuck with a needle on top of the hand. She admits that was one of the worst parts of the experience was to be constantly jabbed with a needle. The infuse-a-port also helped to prevent from the veins collapsing and to prevent burns on the skin.  

In 1994 the family moved back to Worland, and then in 1996 Kate relapsed.  The relapse was very difficult because Kate was having elec-tric flashes and severe headaches.  She was put on a new drug called Carboplatin. She had to be driven eight hours to Salt Lake City to receive treatments, and she would go once a month. The doctors had determined to give her a large dosage of the medicine so that they would not have to come two times a month.  Kate remembers this as being a horrible time in her life because she would feel so bad for days after the chemotherapy as it made her very sick. 

During a visit to the doctor in December of 1996 everything changed.  A faulty infuse-a-port was placed in Kate and the nurse could not find it to administer the Carboplatin. 

   Kate at the time was sixteen and she wanted to be tough and brave but she described the incident as horrific. The nurse was trying to locate the infuse-a-port but it kept getting lost in her chest tissue, “the nurse was pushing and digging into my chest trying to locate the tube.”  She sat very still and tried not to move or cry but the nurse looked at her and she saw that her eyes were starting to fill with tears.  The nurse then left the room to try and get some assistance, at that time Kate turned to her Mom and said, “I really don’t want to do this anymore.”  Her Mom replied, “If you are done then you are done.” 

A few minutes later when the doctor came in the room he sat beside Kate and gave her a big hug and took her by the hand and asked her, “Why are you here?” Kate’s reply was, “I am here for chemo.” Then the doctor asked, “Why?” Kate responded, “Because I am sick.”  Then the doctor said something that Kate was not ready for, he said “Kate, the doses that you are at right now will eventually shut down your kidneys and your liver and you will die, just get out of here and go be a kid.” At that moment the doctor made the decision that he would not treat Kate anymore and gave her strict instructions to live her life as a proper adolescent should. He stated, “You’re sixteen years old, get out of doctors offices and live your life.”  Since that day Kate has never been back to receive any treatment of chemo and is as she said, “I am healthy as a horse.” 

   With medical procedures and doctor visits a thing of the past Kate went back to school to live a normal life.  The school went above and beyond to make her comfortable, they even Braille everything to make it a little easier.  She did recall one funny story about a time she was in the elevator at the school and they had a little bit of a mix up on the Braille.  The administration accidentally put the number “1” upside down and that makes the letter “P” and she thought the school had an underground parking level. 

   Throughout her high school years Kate took it upon herself to start speaking and making presentations about blind awareness.  She talked to many different groups throughout the state and she was able to meet a lot of people.  One of the people that she would come in contact while on her speaking tour is a person that would play a very pivotal role later in her life.  After graduation Kate went for a semester to a small local community college, but the small atmosphere was not enough for her.  She then decided to move to Independence, Missouri and attend the Blue River Community College.  She did really well in school and graduated with an associate’s degree in mass communications.  Then she attended Brigham Young University in Provo, Utah were she received her bachelor’s degree in Broadcast Journalism.  

   Kate was the first person to ever graduate (May 2006) in that program at BYU with a major visual impairment.  She was able to attain an internship with ABC news in Salt Lake City, while at the station she was placed in the investigative side of the news. She claimed that it was a lot of research, interviewing people, many phone calls and even a couple of stakeouts. She loved the job but when the internship was over it was a “perfect storm” in the worst way possible for her to have the opportunity to gain permanent employment at the station. With major budget cuts and a change in the ownership of the station Kate quickly found herself out of a job that she loved. 

   In February 2009 Kate heard about a place called Lions World Services for the Blind and their successful partnership with the IRS. Kate quickly started the application process to be admitted to LWSB by August so that she could have the chance to be selected for the IRS Taxpayer Service Representative (TSR) class that would start in September. Kate soon learned that getting to LWSB for training would be a lot harder that she originally thought.  Because of the bad economy the State of Wyoming’s budget was very tight and they could only provide the funds for tuition and evaluation but not for board and transportation for her training at LWSB.  Therefore, Kate would need six thousand dollars to be able to come for training at LWSB and a guaranteed job with the IRS. 

   Kate decided that her best option was to call an old friend named Mick Barris, who she had met many times while she was speaking about blind awareness when she was in high school. She got in contact with Mick and explained her situation and what she needed so that she could have the opportunity to go to LWSB.  What Kate did not know was that the Wyoming State Lions convention was the very next weekend.  Mick told her to write a letter explaining the situation and what she needed and that he would make a pitch to the Lions at their state convention.  Kate did exactly as Mick had suggested and he presented the request at the convention. 

   At the convention Mick told the group that his local club would match the amount that was raised by others.  When the pledges came in unfortunately the amount was seven hundred dollars short of the six thousand dollar amount need to come to LWSB.  In a last ditch effort to raise the necessary amount the Lions at the convention literally “passed the hat.”  When all of the money was counted there was exactly six thousand dollars the amount that Kate needed to fulfill her dream.  When the State budget did not have the money to send her the Lions of Wyoming stepped up and gave her the opportunity to have a brighter future. While recalling these events Kate stated, “When Lions get together, miracles happen.” 

Kate arrived on the LWSB campus on August 8th for her month long evaluation before her interview with the IRS representatives.  The big day came on September 2nd when the interviews started.  As fate would have it Kate was the first person to be interview by the IRS for placement in the TSR class.  She admits that word around the dorms halls and in the cafeteria was that these interviews were hard and very intense.  Kate stated, “I was very nervous walking in to the room but this was so important to me and so many people believed in me, that is what gave me the strength to get through the interview.” 

At the conclusion of the interviews, all of the clients were called into the library where they were originally interviewed and where they would hear the decision by the IRS selection committee. Kate was overjoyed when her name was called out for a place in the TSR class.  Her placement city was picked to be Denver, Colorado which she loved because that was just eight hours from her family.  Now it seemed that everything was in place and Kate was very appreciative of LWSB for, “giving me the opportunity to improve myself and most importantly giving me the chance to present myself to an unbiased people.” 

So now what had eluded Kate Loveless, a secure job and better future, was finally in her reach.  She was chosen to be enrolled in the TSR class at Lions World Services for the Blind and in just a short five months of training she would be placed in Denver, Colorado to work for the IRS and to start a New Life for herself. 

   As many times before in her life when everything was put in place for a bright future, it always seemed to slip out of her hands at the last moment. And this situation was no exception, things did not work out as Kate had planned, but this time it was in her favor. 

Authors Note: 

Two days after I conducted this interview with Kate, she received a call from representatives from the IRS and they had some unexpected news for her.  It seems they were so enamored with Kate during the interview they were willing to offer her a job immediately. The offer from the IRS was for Kate to become an executive assistant at the office in Ogdan, Utah. She would bypass the training at LWSB to become a TSR and would actually start her new job within two weeks. Needless to say Kate was overjoyed and excited that she would be able to start a job earlier and this would also allow her to live closer to her family.  In addition she was very excited that now she can return the money the generous Lions of Wyoming had given her so that she could get training at LWSB. 

Kate Loveless is an amazing person with talents and abilities that will serve her very well in her life. Another, outstanding hero of this story is the Lions of Wyoming. They came together when the state of Wyoming couldn’t provide enough money for Kate to be trained at LWSB. They are a perfect example of what Helen Keller stated so many years ago, “Alone we can do so little; together we can do so much.” 

One thing I will always remember about Kate Loveless was a comment that we can all agree with, “When Lions get together, miracles happen!”

Projects With Industry Grant
Lions world Services for the Blind receives a Projects With Industry grant from the U.S. Department of Education, Rehabilitation Services Administration (RSA) under the authority of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, for creating and expanding job opportunities for persons who are blind in the competitive labor market. The Dollar amount of federal funds for the five-year period (2008-2013) is $1,622,948 which is 80% of the total cost of the project that will be financed with federal funds. Non-governmental funds from other sources will finance $405,738 or 20% of the total project cost.
2009 Vision Award Luncheon
World Services for the Blind Foundation hosted the 2009 Vision Award Luncheon on Thursday, November 12th at the DoubleTree Hotel in downtown Little Rock.  The 2009 Vision Award recipient was Dr. Bobby Roberts, Director of the Central Arkansas Library System.  

Bobby Roberts grew up in Helena, Arkansas and graduated from Central High School in 1962. He holds a masters degree in Library Science from the University of Oklahoma and a Ph.D. in American History from the University of Arkansas. Roberts earlier served on the faculties of the University of Arkansas, Fayetteville and the University of Arkansas, Little Rock. 

Dr. Roberts has been the Director of the Central Arkansas Library System (CALS) since 1989. During Roberts’ 20-year tenure at CALS, he has over-seen the construction or renovation of more than a dozen buildings in the Central Arkansas area.  Dr. Roberts and the Central Arkansas Library System have also been credited with helping revitalize Little Rock’s River Market District by renovating existing structures in the area. The Main Library campus consists of the library, the Cox Creative Center and the Arkansas Studies Institute, which are all renovated structures. 

With Roberts at the helm, CALS has seen a tremendous increase in funding for the system. He trans-formed the system from one of the worst funded in the country to one of the nation’s leading library systems. Since 1993, Pulaski County voters have shown their support for the Central Arkansas Library System by approving more than $80 million to construct new facilities and add new technology to the libraries. 

During the Vision Award program the audience was welcomed by Peter G. Kumpe, Chairperson World Services for the Blind Foundation. Then Dr. Larry Dickerson, President and CEO of Lions World Services for the Blind, gave a presentation on the services and future direction of Lions World Service for the Blind.  Dr. Dickerson also told about the very important partnership that our facility has with the I.R.S. In 1967, the Internal Revenue Service partnered with Lions World Services for the Blind to form a job training program for blind and visually impaired adults.  Lions World Services for the Blind is the only rehabilitation facility in the world to have this unique partnership with the IRS to train and employ blind and visually impaired individuals.  Since this program started, it has led to the employment of nearly 1,270 blind and visually impaired individuals from across the United States.  In 2009 alone, Lions World Services for the Blind has graduated and placed 32 visually impaired individuals with the I.R.S. 

Then the program shifted to the most touching portion of the day for many.  Dr. Dickerson then introduced a current client of Lions World Service for the Blind, Scott Kirkpatrick from Marion, Ohio.  Scott arrived at the facility in July for the month long evaluation. He was interviewed for a 

August.  This training is designed to prepare a person to assist taxpayers with filing information at the Taxpayer Service Division.  Scott told the audience that he looks forward to graduating in December and will have a job with the IRS in Cincinnati, Ohio. 

At that time Dr. Joel E. Anderson, Chancellor of the University of Arkansas at Little Rock, introduced the 2009 Vision Award Nominee, Dr. Bobby Roberts.  

Each year, the World Services for the Blind Foundation selects a distinguished Arkansan with a personal commitment to community service. This award has continued to be a very prestigious and coveted award in the State of Arkansas.  The Vision Award honors individuals who have demonstrated far-reaching vision to successfully orchestrate events through business enterprises or community and governmental involvement to help better society for all citizens, both with and without sight. Past Vision Award recipients are Walter E. Hussman Jr., Claiborne Deming, Jimmy Moses, Jo Luck, Bill Clark, Doyle Rogers, Jonathan Bates, M.D., and Warren Stephens.  

The Lions World Services for the Blind Foundation Board would like to especially thank the 2009 Vision Award Committee, they were the key to the success of this event and it would have been impossible to do it without them.
